
CLUB EXPANSION & RENOVATION FAQ'S

Q:  How is the Club paying for this?

A:  This significant capital investment by ownership will transform the Club into a state-of-the-art 

	 destination for our Members’ continued enjoyment. As part of Lake Nona’s ongoing commitment
 	 to provide exceptional experiences and amenities, ownership remains dedicated to creating        	
	 dynamic facilities that meet the evolving needs of our Club community for your future enjoyment.  

Q :  How long will each phase take?	

A:  This is a multi-year, phased project. While timelines are approximate and are subject to change, 	
	 the tentative plan is as follows: 

	 2025 - 2026: 	 Phase I: “Annex” Expansion - Opened January 2026
	 2026 - 2027: 	 Phase II: Clubhouse Renovation - Completion targeted for January 2027
	 2026 - 2027: 	 Phase III: Bath & Racquet Club Renovation - Completion targeted for May 2027

Q:  Will the Club still have events/programming/holiday celebrations?

A:  Yes! During Phase I, the Club continued to host events and maintain Club operations and     	 	
	 programming without disruption. During Phase II and III, it is Club leadership’s intention to 
	 proceed with Club operations and events with as little disruption as possible by utilizing the new 
	 annex to relocate some operations and services, along with additional creative solutions.   

Q :  Will this affect dues/food minimums? 	

A:  Club operations and billing will continue as normal throughout the project.  

Q :  Will this affect Nona Crew?  	

A:  Nona Crew will be unaffected through Phase I and II. During Phase III, Nona Crew facilities will be 	
	 temporarily relocated and programming will continue.  

Q :  How will progress of the project be communicated?  	

A:  Project news and updates will continue to be communicated across various platforms, including: 	
	 introductory project phase meetings, digital communication outlining each project phase, and 	
	 regular updates in Lakeviews.   

Q :  What new dining options will be available with the completion of the project?   	

A:  In addition to the Club’s existing dining venues of Fairways and Main Dining Room, Members can 	
	 look forward to an all-new Turn Grill located in the “Annex” building, along with a full-service 
	 poolside dining venue located at the Bath & Racquet Club.  
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
